PLEASE NOTE:

1. You are required to obey ALL ROAD LAWS and SPEED LIMITS.
2. Keep a careful lookout for other traffic.
3. Give way to all other traffic, pull over and let any other cars go past if necessary.  Do not obstruct local traffic.
4. The roads are a mixture of bitumen and gravel but you are not required to travel via any little tracks.

NOTE ON COMPASS HEADINGS:

All compass headings referred to in these instructions relate to roads on the specified map(s) only, the actual direction of the roads may be slightly different due to changes in the magnetic declination and re-alignments. Please note that to make it easier there is a large overlap between the maps.
CONTROL CLOSING TIMES:

Your Road Card gives you a time the Finish Control closes for you.  You must be at that Control on or before that time in order to receive a 200 point bonus.  Remember that Via Points are worth 10 points each so that the 200 points bonus is equal to 20 Via Points!
The average speed for this section is 38.5kph, to maintain this you will need to be accurate and not spend too much time hunting for via points.  Keep a close watch on your time!!!
ROAD CARD: The Road Card is your record of the Section.  Write all Information Boards, Observations, Answers, R Boards etc in the spaces provided on the back of the card.  Any Manned Passage Controls will put their mark in the correct location on the card. These “infos” are how you are scored for the event!
“R” Boards: An R board is an Info board with an R followed by a number (eg R14).  When you see one of these Redirection Boards do the following:

a) Write the R and the number on your road card

b) Look in the Redirection Instructions for that R number and follow the instructions

“P” Boards: Manned Passage Controls are indicated by a Red “P” on a white board.  If you see one of these, STOP, and the official will sign your Road Card and mark it with either a correct (OK) or incorrect (WD) direction of entry into the Via Point.  Note that, for safety reasons, P Boards may be on both the correct and incorrect directions of entry!

TRIAL ENTRY SIGNS: You are not permitted to go through any gate or gateway unless it is marked with a “Trial Entry” sign.
